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Abstract

Generally, public toilets functionally disposed human urines and feces. However, gaze
of public toilets as images linking human and social context can reveal belief and myths
with reflection of social phenomenon. This article has objective to study and analyze
messages in public toilets as visual images. The study displayed that there were 214
messages in 18 public toilets found messages, average in 11.88 messages per public
toilet. This amount of messages implies the acceptance and appearance in public as
they do not perform any impact on main function of toilets. The existence of messages
then reflects paradox through public toilets which essentially need sanitary in all aspects
butit cannot be actually done. Based on gender aspect, the study found that there
were messages in men public toilet more than women one in 93 : 7 This ratio displays
the empowerment of men to express themselves in public sphere according to gender
expectation. Moreover, the analysis of detailed messages found that mostly messages
represent identity, politics, dirty words and sex reflecting oppression and obstruction

towards proletariat and male homosexuality
