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Abstract

This research aims to study the behavior of people who use social media for the
purpose of using the information teaching in private university in Chiang Mai and to
study the problem university teachers have on using the social media. The participant
in this research were 421 includes private high school teacher and private university
teacher from 7 schools and university. Tools that were used in this study includes
a questionnaire about the behavior of using social media for educational purposes.
The information will be statistically analyzed by using frequency, mean and standard
deviation. The result could be concluded as follows 1) The use of social media for
educational purposes. When the purpose of social media was arranged from the most
to least important found that using social media for work is the most important purpose,
which has an extremely high level of importance (X = 4.62, S.D. = 0.78). The second

most important purpose is for the purpose of communicating, which has a high level
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of importance (X = 3.98, S.D. = 0.65). Follows by using social media as a platform to
receive the news (X = 2.94, S.D. = 0.79) 2) The behavior of social media user that
uses as a means for teaching. The processed result shows that the most important
uses are to find information to produce media for teaching (X = 4.98, S.D. = 0.14).
Follows by researching for information to use in class (X = 4.94, S.D. = 0.24)
and use as the means to distribute teaching material for the student (X = 4.80,
S.D. = 0.40) respectively 3) Using social media to manage classroom and students.
The result shows that 351 participant or 87.75% uses, 302 participants or 75.5% uses
Facebook Line and 297 participants or 74.25 percent uses Facebook Messenger
and 4) The result of studying the problems and obstacles in using social media for
educational purposes found that participant loses concentration when they are using
social media (X = 4.98, S.D. = 0.14). Follow by the student uses the social media for
other purposes (X = 4.78, S.D. = 0.42) and the tools to use social media (X = 4.56,
S.D. = 0.50) respectively.
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
