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Abstract
This research aimed to 1) investigate the creative leadership of school
administrators in inclusive schools under the office of Chonburi Primary Educational

Service Area 3 and 2) compare those creative leadership as classified by gender,
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educational background and work experience. The sample was totally 408 persons,
consisted of 86 school administrators and 322 teachers in inclusive schools which were
obtained by stratified random sampling. The tools used in the research was a set of 5-
rating scale questionnaires. The statistics used in the data analysis were frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, and t-test for independent Samples.

The results of the research were as follow:

1. The creative leadership of school administrators in inclusive schools under the
office of Chonburi Primary Education Service Area 3 was at a high level (X=4.23) ranking
from high to low of mean scores; there were flexibility (X=442), inspiration, (X=0428),
imagination (X=4.16) and vision (X= 4.05).

2. Comparison of creative leadership of school administrators as classified by
gender, educational backeround and work experience found that the differences were not
statistically significant respectively.
